A MESSAGE FROM ROHINGYA YOUTH IN THE WORLD’S LARGEST REFUGEE CAMP
ON INTERNATIONAL YOUTH DAY, 12 AUGUST 2021

To our dear sisters and brothers, and youth all over the world:

Though our lives as refugees are surrounded by so many limitations, sufferings and uncertainties, we, the
human rights training participants in Cox’s Bazar camp, join with the world to celebrate International
Youth Day on 12 August 2021. This year’s theme is: “Transforming Food Systems: Youth Innovation for
Human and Planetary Health.” The aim is to highlight that the success of such a global effort will not be
achieved without the meaningful and full participation of young people.

We, the Rohingya refugee youth, understand deeply that the health of people and the health of our planet
are at a critical point due to indifference, arrogance, greed, and abuse of power, using all forms of
violence. Our experience as refugees is at the forefront of these issues. Many of us were forced to leave
our homeland in Myanmar to save our lives from violence and a brutal military crackdown that has been
characterized as ethnic cleansing and genocide, while others of us have never been able to step foot in
that homeland, knowing only a life within the boundaries of this camp.

Since 25 August 2017, we and hundreds of thousands of our fellow Rohingya men and women, both young
and old, have lived, uprooted from our homeland, as refugees in Bangladesh with almost no opportunity
to work or to plant and harvest our own food; no access to proper education; limited access to health
care; a widespread threat of human trafficking; dependency on humanitarian aid; and a deep uncertainty
in daily life and what our future holds. Our physical and mental health, as well our humanity and dignity,
are at stake.

On this year’s International Youth Day, we want to state that we are not giving up. We will continue to
try harder and harder to build our knowledge and skills. We appreciate and thank the Government and
people of Bangladesh and UN agencies, as well as NGOs working for and with us, including the Liberation
War Museum (LWM) and Asia Justice and Rights (AJAR). For sure, we never want to be a burden to anyone;
we want to be able to take care of our own lives and contribute to the world.

When it comes to transforming the food system for human and planetary health — a goal we share with
youth around the world -- we will only ever be able to truly innovate and contribute, if our basic rights are
restored, including our right to citizenship, right to return to our homeland, right to justice, right to
education, and right to be free from any form of violence.

There will be no realistic and sustainable transformation of the world’s food systems if injustices are still
going on. We need to work hand in hand to make sure that there will be no more violence in Myanmar
and other parts of the world. We need to work together to ensure there are no massacres, no human
rights violations, no discrimination of minorities, no abuse of power anywhere and by anyone.

We, as Rohingya youth, are ready to join with youth around the world to uphold today’s call for a better
world. We welcome the #WithTheRohingya campaign that AJAR will be running together with LWM from
14 to 25 August 2021, to shed light on the experiences of the Rohingya and the role we can play in building
a brighter future for Myanmar and in collaborating with the youth around the world on the pursuit of
justice, peaceful, and a healthy planet.
